4. A cloth dampened with water and a mild detergent may be necessary for tough stains. Be sure to 

allow all parts to dry thoroughly.
5. Reinsert stabilizer and return extender to your preferred position.
6. Plug the Switch Mouse back into the USB port and restart your computer to begin use.
